This year Keep Winter Cool will run community service announcements on the radio and 
in print featuring Jacqui’s message to winter sports enthusiasts that ‘Global warming 
threatens natural snowfall and our alpine environment and it is critical we act now to 
avoid serious long-term effects.’   
 
“Every bit helps” Ms Cooper said. “If every household used energy-efficient products, 
Australia’s total emissions would be reduced by about 5 percent annually. Collectively 
individuals can achieve significant positive change.” 
 
“I encourage all alpine region visitors to help tackle climate change by committing to 
reducing the amount of energy they use both at home and in the Alps.” Ms Cooper said. 
 
To support the Keep Winter Cool Initiative Jacqui is urging three simple actions that 
everyone can do on-mountain and at home: 

�  Turn down the thermostat; 
�  Reduce hot water consumption; and 
�  Turn off lights and appliances at the wall or at the switch.  

 
Ms Cooper said “If everyone follows these three simple actions we will prevent 
thousands of tons of greenhouse gas from being released into the atmosphere. The 
science is complex. The actions are simple. If we all do our bit we can make a 
difference.”
